Kathryn Hahn is ‘Mrs. Fletcher’
in seriocomic HBO series

Figuratively and literally, every part
Kathryn Hahn has played has led her to
“Mrs. Fletcher.”

The actress’ experience in roles sup-
porting or main — and comedic or dra-
matic — proves cumulative in the HBO
series that premieres Sunday, Oct. 27.
Based on the novel by Tom Perrotta
(“The Leftovers”), who also wrote the
debut episode, it casts “Transparent”
alum Hahn in the title role of a divorced
senior-center director who finds it a
challenge to adjust when her only child
(portrayed by Jackson White) goes off
to college. The empty-nest situation
takes Eve Fletcher down a surprising
path of self-discovery.

“I devoured the book and the pilot
script,” Hahn says of “Mrs. Fletcher,”
which also features Casey Wilson and
the late Cameron Boyce (“Descen-
dants”). She then discussed the material
with Perrotta, “and I just really loved his
brain and his innate curiosity and his big
sort of collaborative wonderment. I
thought, ‘Oh, this is going to be an in-
teresting process.’ I just knew it right off
the bat.”

Hahn also had an indication of that

from having watched the 2006 movie ver-
sion of Perrotta’s “Little Children,” which
she deems similar to “Mrs. Fletcher” in
its “lifting the veil on suburbia, and look-
ing underneath the sprinklers at the
dreams and desires and wants and long-
ings of people you might not necessarily
pay attention to. That’s the kind of neigh-
borhood I grew up in outside of Cleve-
land, so it felt very familiar to me.”
Much of Hahn’s “Mrs. Fletcher” per-
formance is reactive to circumstances and
other characters, and she feels it’s “more
satisfying for me, being in that stillness.
When I learn the most about who I'm
playing is when I’m listening, so I was re-
ally pleased by how much you get to see
Eve processing things. She has such a
journey of finding out who she is after
this Pandora’s box has been opened once
Brendan (White) leaves for college.”
Hahn also will work for HBO in the
forthcoming adaptation of Wally Lamb’s
best-seller “I Know This Much is True,”
and she’ll enter the Marvel universe in
“WandaVision” for Disney+. She’s proud
of her range of projects, also encompass-
ing movies from “Bad Moms” to “Private
Life” — and she especially appreciates
the boost from cable and streaming serv-
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ices to the sort of outside-the-box work
she likes to do.

“Certainly, the roles are more rich and
deep and complicated and varied,” Hahn
reasons. “I don’t feel the difference be-
tween film and television at all anymore.
In fact, I’ve been able to dig deeper in
some of these series or limited series that
I’ve been afforded to do ... and if that
means there are more eyeballs on them,
that’s fantastic.”

HAVING A SAFE HALLOWEEN

A statewide effort is underway to make Halloween 2019 a safe one.
Halloween is coming on Thursday, October 31. State and local govern-
ment agencies recognize that Halloween can be a dangerous night for
children walking on dark roadways across the country. They have
launched the Street Smart NJ campaign to make the public aware of
ways of staying safe during Halloween.

Here are some useful safety tips from Street Smart NJ:

Tips for everyone with cell phones: Remember, heads up, phones
down, whether you are operating a vehicle or crossing the road.

Tips for pedestrians: Make sure that costumes don’t impair your
child’s ability to walk or see. Safety experts warn against wearing masks
that can limit visibility.

Before crossing a street, look left, right, and then left again. Use side-
walks. When there are no sidewalks, walk next to the street while facing
traffic.

Be visible. Parents should add reflective tape to costumes or make
sure that children carry a light or a glow stick to ensure that vehicles
can see them at night. Be seen on Halloween.

Use crosswalks. Wait for the walk signal. Avoid distractions. Don’t use
electronic devices while crossing. Cross at corners and intersections
and use marked crosswalks whenever possible. Do not cross between

parked cars, because it makes it difficult for mo-
torists to see you.

Tips for drivers: Obey the speed limit. The AAA sug-
gests driving five miles per hour below the posted
speed limit on Halloween.

Stop for pedestrians. New Jersey law requires mo-
torists to stop for pedestrians in crosswalks. Viola-
tions of the law carry a $200 fine and two points on
your license.

Don’t drive distracted. Don’t use electronic devices while driving. New
Jersey prohibits talking and texting while driving. Fines range from
$200 for first-time offenders to as much as $800 for repeat offenders.

Drive sober. On Halloween night between 2009 and 2013, 119 people
were killed by drunk driving, according to the National Highway Safety
Traffic Administration.

Don’t turn on red without looking for pedestrians.

If everyone follows these tips, Halloween 2019 will be a safe and en-
joyable time. Please be careful as you travel around our community
on Halloween. Iaskall trick-or-treaters and drivers to be extra-cautious.
Many parents and guardians will help their children stay safe by escort-
ing them from street to street on Halloween. We want to keep October
31 a safe and happy date for everyone.

comedies and dramas

Just as it is often at the center of family or social gatherings, food can
also serve as the catalyst for some memorable TV.

Be it a sitcom from long ago or a drama series from the present, food
can spur conversation, provoke conflict or be a source of laughter. And
keep  viewers
coming back for
seconds, thirds
and fourths.

The following
are few that we
think are note-
worthy.

“M*A*S§*H”
(CBS, 1972-83):
Amid all the com-
plaining  about
Army food in this
classic ~ Korean
War  comedy,
there was Hawk-
eye (Alan Alda)
pining for and
eventually order-
ing from Adam’s
Ribs in Chicago
(but forgot to ask
for the coleslaw);
“plice”  Klinger  (Jamie
Farr) waxing on
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about Tony Packo’s hot dogs in his hometown of Toledo, Ohio; and Radar
(Gary Burgho ) coming up with a Spam lamb to replace the real one he
set free, lest it become the main course at a 4077th Greek festival.

“Alice” (CBS, 1976-85): By default, this sitcom about the misadven-
tures of waitresses (Linda Lavin, Polly Holliday, Beth Howland) at a
Phoenix greasy spoon diner had food built into its premise. Viewers gob-
bled it up like burgers and fries.

“Seinfeld” (NBC, 1989-98): For a show that was supposed to be about
nothing, there certainly was a lot of food talk going on. From the “Soup
Nazi” episode where there was “no soup for you!” to the fat-free yogurt
that caused Jerry (Jerry Seinfeld) to pack on the pounds to the Kenny
Rogers Chicken joint that kept Kramer (Michael Richards) up at night,
food certainly had a significant presence — especially when you consider
many scenes took place in a diner.

“Gilmore Girls” (WB Network, 2000-07): Rory and Lorelai’s (Alexis
Bledel, Lauren Graham) obsession with food was downright charming
and provided fodder for a lot of laughs. But their diet was a tad unhealthy
with marshmallows, frozen pizza and Pop Tarts serving as Gilmore sta-
ples.

“Blue Bloods” (CBS, 2010-present): The weekly Reagan family dinner
has been a fixture on the drama series since its premiere nearly a decade
ago. And that’s real food that Frank (Tom Selleck), Danny (Donnie
Wahlberg) and the rest of the clan are consuming — though the actors
admit they have to pace themselves in the face of multiple takes. Pass
the antacid, please.

“Hannibal” (NBC, 2013-15): If you can forget for a moment where
those luscious-looking beef tips and cutlets came from, you’ll find your-
self impressed by the photography of the meals the title serial killer pre-
pares and consumes. First-rate food porn, if somewhat gruesome.

“iZombie” (The CW, 2015-19): While we’re on the subject, human
brains was what’s for dinner in this irreverent crime comedy about a
med school resident (Rose McIver) who indulged in an unusual perk of
her job.
