A pre-Batman ‘Pennyworth’ takes
on evildoers in dark EPIX drama

Fans of “Batman” will surely want to
check out a series from the makers of
“Gotham” that explores the backstory of
one of the franchise’s secondary charac-
ters and debuts this week on EPIX.

In “Pennyworth,” an hourlong drama
from Danny Cannon and Bruno Heller
that premieres Sunday, July 28, Jack Ban-
non (“Medici”) stars as Alfred Penny-
worth, Bruce Wayne’s future butler and
an amiable young man in a dark, forebod-
ing 1962 London, who is just off a stint
as a Special Air Service soldier, where he
served his country alongside friends
Bazza (Hainsley Lloyd Bennett, “Cata-
strophe”) and Dave Boy (Ryan Fletcher,
“Outlander™).

Taking a job as a nightclub bouncer, he
meets and falls for bohemian dancer
Esme (Emma Corrin, “The Crown”) and
makes the acquaintance of American ty-
coon Thomas Wayne (Ben Aldridge,
“Fleabag”), the yet-to-be-born Bruce’s fa-
ther. But when a sniper takes a shot at
Wayne and Esme is kidnapped by Bet
Jack Bannon stars in “Pennyworth,” Sykes (played by British chanteuse
premiering Sunday on EPIX. Paloma Faith), an operative for the right-
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wing Raven Society, Alfred and his pals
must take action to rectify both situations.

“This is really the origin story of that
Pennyworth character ...,” Heller ex-
plained to a recent gathering of journalists
in Pasadena, Calif. “And it’s really the
chance to make him the center of a story
and explain that journey. How did he get
from being a young SAS soldier to being
a butler in America? And it also gives us
a chance to create a real world around
him, a world in England that fits the
whole DC universe. ... Jack and these
guys here have created a world as we’re
going. So, it’s surprising to all of us the
depth and range that you can go to with
this character.”

Indeed, while Bannon says he had a fair
amount of latitude in creating the young
Pennyworth, that also came with some re-
sponsibility to remain reasonably faithful
to the DC Comics character that fans
know.

“There is a huge amount of pressure,”
the actor says, “and obviously some in-
credible people have played him later on
in life, but ... what takes the pressure off
is that we’ve never seen him this age. ...
You know, the world that Bruno’s created
is a great playground for us to muck about
in. And we’re sort of rewriting little bits
and changing little bits and having fun
with it. So that alleviates the pressure.”

Q: It’s interesting to see Mischa Barton as
part of the cast of “The Hills: New Begin-
nings,” and it made me think that [ haven’t
seen her do much acting lately. What has
she been doing professionally? — Amber
Kay, via e-mail

A: The past several years largely have
been a combination of stage work, inde-
pendent films and “Dancing With the
Stars” for her. Her movies have leaned
largely toward horror and suspense, by her
professed preference, with such titles as
“The Basement” and “Ouija House” in-
cluded; thanks to her residual fame from
the series “The O.C.” (which inspired
MTYV to develop both “Laguna Beach:

The CW bids ‘Jane the Virgin’
and ‘iZombie’ farewell

It’s rare for one network to lose a number
of its signature shows in a relatively short
span of time.

The CW recently said goodbye to
“Crazy Ex-Girlfriend,” and the coming
TV season will see the ends of “Supernat-
ural” — after what will be 15 years — and
“Arrow,” after eight. Another pair of CW
stalwarts is about to exit: “Jane the Virgin”
wraps up its five-year run at exactly the 100-
episode mark Wednesday, July 31, and
“iZombie” also signs off after five seasons
Thursday, Aug. 1.

Though a proposed “Jane the Novela” spin-
off isn’t going forward, “Jane the Virgin” star
Gina Rodriguez reflects, “I know how
blessed I am for being on a show that has
been (made) of incredible writing from the
first episode to the last ... just thorough, smart,
intelligent, witty commentary without judg-
ment.”

Rodriguez credits “Jane the Virgin” Jennie
Snyder Urman with teaching her “a lot about
myself, and a lot about what I can do with my
craft. When you go and you do a film (as Ro-
