kind of an empty vessel by the end of
that.

Bobby and Sophie Flay share meals
and memories on ‘The Flay List’

Bobby and Sophie Flay have always bonded over food, he as the
chef and she as the diner and taste-tester, and now their relation-
ship is front and center of a recently premiered series on Food
Network.

In “The Flay List,” airing Thursdays, the chef, restaurateur and
network personality and his 23-year-old daughter bring viewers
along on a foodie tour of New York City, each taking the other to
a place that they think is particularly noteworthy. But these picks
aren’t limited to fine-dining establishments. Far from it in fact, as
burger, taco and pizza joints are usually in the mix, with the senior
Flay’s tastes tending toward Big Apple classics that the two fre-
quented in her childhood and Sophie’s running to places she’s
discovered that are getting a lot of buzz.

“Sweet Chick I think is
such a fun restaurant
and of course the food is
great,” Sophie Flay says
of the Lower East Side
eatery. “One of my fa-
vorite dishes is the or-
ange chicken with the
broccoli waffle, which
you might be seeing in
the episode. And they’re
always playing hip-hop.
John Seymour is a great
guy and has really made a chicken-and-waffles place superauthen-
tic. He’s a New York City kid and it definitely feels like a nice little
chicken-and-waffles (place) and it’s got a great New York City vibe
to it.”

As for Dad’s pick, that would be Blue Ribbon, which touts their
bird as being “World Famous.”

“I grew up eating that fried chicken,” she says, “and he has so
many stories from when he was younger about eating that chicken,
too, kind of just coming up in the New York City food scene.”

“It’s always great to go back and go to the places and the restau-
rants that remind you of home,” she adds.

HOLLYWOOD — Disney was determined that
“Avengers: Endgame” pass No. 2 “Titanic”
($2.18 billion) and No. 1 “Avatar” ($2.78 billion)
to become the top-grossing film of all time. Dis-
ney rereleased “Endgame” over the Fourth of
July weekend and kept it in theaters
until it got what it wanted, a total
gross of $2.79 billion.

But fear not, Benedict Cumber-
batch will be back as “Doctor Strange” in “Mul-
tiverse of Madness.” Brie Larson will
undoubtedly be back as “Captain Marvel,” but
first she stars in “Just Mercy,” with Michael B.

Jordan and Jamie Foxx, for a Christmas Day re-
lease.
Tom Cruise will release “Mission Impossible VII”
in 2021 (when he’s 59) and “Mission Impossible
VIII” in 2022” (when he’s 60). He was injured
doing his own stunts in the last “Mission Impos-
sible.” Cruise may be trying to prove he’s still got
what it takes to be an action star, but some of us
remember his Oscar-nominated acting in “Jerry

Maguire” (1996), the kind of action
he should now be pursuing.

What does NBC/Universal suddenly
have against Steve Harvey? First it
brushed aside his hit daytime show
“Steve” in favor of a new talk show
with Kelly Clarkson. Then a day later
we learned it again brushed him
aside from “Little Big Shots,” the
show he and Ellen DeGeneres cre-
ated, in favor of Melissa McCarthy.

“My show is the
only show in the last seven years in

syndication that has stuck.”
He still has “Celebrity Family Feud” on ABC,
“Family Feud” in syndication, “The Steve Harvey
Radio Show” and the return of “Showtime at the
Apollo.” NBC/Universal may find a itself in trou-
ble when execs try to renegotiate with his “Little
Big Shots” co-creator Ellen DeGeneres, whose
show is up in mid-2020. As a writer, his use of
double negatives made me cringe, but his wis-
dom and humor is so deep, one wonders if Kelly
Clarkson can ever make us laugh as he does.

pened to Alison. “The writing is so com-
pelling, a lot of my work was done for
me,” Paquin reflects, “as far as who that
person is and the place in the story that she
inhabits. And as much fun as it is to start
out with something, it’s also fun to get to
be part of a final act.”
